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History of the AutoZone Liberty Bowl

The AutoZone Liberty Bowl Classic was inaugurated on December 19, 1959 with a
spectacular game between Penn State and Alabama. That game began a tradition of gre
stars and exciting football and was the first of 52 thrilling chapters in the history of the
AutoZone Liberty Bowl Football Classic.

However, there is much more to the story. The AutoZone Liberty Bowl game was
founded in 1959 by Ambrose F. ABudo Dud:
ti ve. Dudl ey slowly enlisted support fo
bowl north of the Mascoiixon Line.

After five years in Philadelphia, Dudley moved the game indoors to Atlantic City Con-
vention Center and in the process made history. The 1964 AutoZone Liberty Bowl was th
first indoor college bowl game. Though the game drew interest from media outlets aroun:

His first and only stop was in Memphis.

Liberty Bowl joined to form a terrific partnership.

This combination brought together an internationally recog-
nized research facility and a winning college football tradition. St. Jude is dedicated to
helping the children throughout the world in their fight against catastrophic diseases.
